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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The hamlets of Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale, within the Town of Somers in Westchester County, New York,
and the Croton Watershed of the New York City Department of Environmental Protection (NYCDEP) Reservoir System,
do not have access to a municipal wastewater treatment system. Wastewater is currently treated using onsite treatment
systems including septic systems and cesspools. Due to age and limiting site conditions, many of these onsite systems
are beyond their useful lives and subject to potential failure. System failures, combined with the collective density of
discharges, are contributing to the degradation of water quality in the watershed because of inadequate removal of
contaminants and pose a risk to groundwater quality that s relied upon by homes within'these communities. To improve
water quality and ensure future preservation of resources and protectlon of public health within the NYCDEP water
supply system watershed, the Town of Somers is proposing to extend séwer service from the' Peekskill Sanitary Sewer
District to Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale. The Westchester/County Peekskill Sanitary Sewer District currently
serves several areas of Somers, with the nearest connection points to Lake Shenorock and Lake meolndale on Travis
Road and Harris Court. This sewer extension has been antlmpated since 1998 when The Preserves was constructed
with the conveyance infrastructure to Peekskill Wastewater’ Treatment Plant designed to accommodate flow from these
communities.

The extension of sewers to Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale will formi’Somers Sewer District No. 2. The project
will be provide sanitary sewer service to 989 developed parcels in the R-10 zoning districts in the two lake communities,
constructed in a minimum of two phases, with Phase 1 consisting of approximately 103 parcels and the remaining 886
parcels to be connected based on the timing and- availability of future grant funding. Phase 1 is being funded from
$10M in settlement funds from the NYCDEP that has been allocated to the Town’s lake communities based on the
project's potential o divert sanitary sewage fromthe watershed, At full build-out, an estimated 326,370 gallons per day
of sanitary wastewater would be removed from the watershed.

Key project infrastructure’elements include:
¢ Gravity sewer mains where topography allows for sewer conveyance by gravity;
o Low-pressure sewer mains, fed from grinder pumps on parcels that cannot be served by gravity;
e Pavement restoration of sewer main and lateral trenching;

e Central pumping stations in each community (one in Shenorock, two in Lincolndale), to convey wastewater to
the existing sewer collection and pumping system on Travis Road and Harris Court;

o Laterals from-each parcel (from the location of the existing septic tank, if feasible), including installation of a
grinder pump system, will be constructed and maintained by the District, with a mutually agreeable easement
placed on each parcel;

‘-« Abandonment of the septic tank on each parcel in accordance with Westchester County Health Department
requirements; and

» Restoration of disturbed areas on private property to original upon condition.
»  Parcel owner responsibilities will include:

o Payment of Westchester County buy-in and operation and maintenance (O&M) fees for costs related
to the treatment of wastewater for the Peekskill Sewer District;
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o Payment of financing and O&M fees to the Somers Sewer District No. 2 for construction and
operation of the sanitary sewer collection system;

o Granting of an easement on the parcel for access for construction of the sewer lateral and
abandonment of the septic tank and for access and maintenance of grinder pumps (where installed);

o Electrical usage for the grinder pump (where installed);

o Electrical upgrades to accommodate the grinder pump (if capacity does not exist in the existing
electrical system at the parcel);

o Cleaning and maintenance of the service lateral between the building and the sewer main (for gravity
connections);

o Cleaning, operation and maintenance of the- éffluent pipe from between the building.and the grinder
pump and electricity for operation of the pumps (for low pressure connections); and

o Plumbing modifications to change the sewer connection point if necessary to accommodate parcel
owner preferences or correct non-compliant plumbing arrangements).

The total estimated project cost of $62. 2M will-be funded from a combination of existing NYCDEP allocated funds
($10M), future grants and outside funding ($36M) and local financing ($16.2M). The Phase 1 construction capital cost
is anticipated to be fully funded with the $10M.in NYCDEP allocated funds, thereby not requiring any capital financing.
Capital financing will be used to leverage future grants and outside funding. Capital financing is not anticipated to be
incurred until a proportionate amount of matching grants and funding are in place to proceed with construction, either
in whole or in phases. Financing and O&M fees incurred by the Somers Sewer District No. 2 for the construction and
operation of the local sewer system will be allocated to parcels on a flat-fee basis. Buy-in and O&M fees charged by
Westchester County aré determined on an ad-valorem basis but will be allocated to parcels on a flat-fee basis.

Annual costs are anticipated to be as follows:
o Phase 1 only: $591 (unconnected parcels have noannual cost)
e Full build-out; $1,187

This project has support of several local Westchester County legislators, who have agreed to support language in the
extension of the Peekskill Sewer District that does not apply the County’s buy-in or O&M fees to parcels until such time
as construction begins on a phase of build-out that would result in the sewer being extended to serve those parcels. In
this way, parcels that do not have the possibility to connect are not paying fees to the Peekskill Sewer District.

Changes from July 2019 Map, Plan, and Report

The modification for County buy-in and O&M fees to only apply at the time of construction is a change from the prior
Map, Plan, and Report, dated July 2019. This revision also includes modifications to the cost basis for the County fees
based on 2020 rates. In 2019, the County buy-in rate and O&M rate were $0.569 and $0.74 per $1,000 of full equalized
value, respectively. The 2020 rates are now $0.563 and $0.6924 per $1,000 full equalized value. This change, coupled
with an adjustment to the Town of Somers equalization rate results in a reduction of average County cost per parcel of
approximately $8 per year.

Other changes in this version of the Map, Plan, and Report include updating the parcel count, clarification of cost and
financing distribution between Phase 1 parcels and full-buildout, use of flat rate basis for allocation of costs per parcel,
and clarification that District financing is limited to the amounts included in this report. These modifications and

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clarifications have been made based on continued feedback received from the public as well as ongoing negotiation
and coordination with Westchester County.
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1. INTRODUCTION

The hamlets of Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale, within the Town of Somers in Westchester County, New York,
and the Croton Watershed of the New York City Department of Environmental Protection (NYCDEP) Reservoir System,
do not have access to a municipal wastewater treatment system. Wastewater is currently freated using onsite treatment
systems including septic systems and cesspools. Due to age and limiting site conditions such as small lot size, poor
soils, and shallow depth to bedrock and groundwater, many of these onsite systems are beyond their useful lives.
Failures are contributing to the degradation of water quality in the watershed because of inadequate removal of
contaminants and pose a risk to groundwater quality that is relied upon by homes within these communities. In addition,
currently operating on-site systems do not have the capability to treat the new and emergtng pollutants introduced into
the systems as they did not exist when existing septic/cesspools were designed decades ago. Water quality
degradation in this area, as well as new, emerging public health issues associated with on-site systems discharge, are
aresult of not only failing on-site wastewater systems, but a collective problem with all operating systems; the combined
effect of many individuals with septic systems who live in the more densely populated areas today that-were seasonally
occupied decades ago. The systems were not intended to ‘meet current day demands. Together with- the sensitive
resource areas noted in this report and the water quality and potential public health related concermns, ex1st|ng on site
wastewater systems cannot meet the requirements now requwed in this area.

Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale are within the Croton Watershed of the New York City Department of
Environmental Protection (NYCDEP) Reservoir System. Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale are also located near
existing connection points to the Peekskill Santtary Sewer District (SSD) (Figure 1).

To improve water quality and ensure future ‘preservation of resources and protection of public health within the
NYCDEP water supply system watershed, the Town of Somers is proposing to extend sewer service from the Peekskill
Sanitary Sewer District to Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale. This Map, Plan and Report defines the limits of the
area of the new sewer district, named Somers Sewer District No. 2, and provides a phased approach for connecting
developed parcels to a municipal sewer.

1.1 Funding

The Croton and Kensico Watersheds provide 10% of daily water needs to New York City's water supply system. To
maintain water quality within the watershed, the New York City Department of Environmental Protection (NYCDEP)
manages the East of Hudson (EOH) Water Quality Improvement Program (WQIP). This program provides funding for
water quality improvement projects addressing protection and enhancement of the quality of source waters of the NYC
‘water supply system. Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale are within the Croton Watershed of the NYCDEP Reservoir
System and are thus within the boundaries of the program.

The EOH WQIP funds designing, planning, environmental assessment, permitting, acquisition, financing, constructing,
and installing sewage diversion projects and other water projects which address existing or anticipated water quality
problems. One of the highest priorities of this program is pathogen and phosphorus reduction initiatives. Westchester
County is the recipient of $38 M of the $68 M available EOH WQIP funds. At the January 15, 2019 meeting of the
Northern Westchester Watershed Coalition, a resolution was passed allocating $10 M to the Town of Somers from the
EOH WQIP for sanitary sewer extensions in Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale. The $10M in EOH WQIP funds
will be supplemented with district financing and grant monies to fully implement the installation of sewers throughout
the communities of Shenorock and Lincolndale (Somers Sewer District No. 2).

1.2 Phasing

To utilize the designated $10 M in funding and plan for future funding opportunities, the sewer connections are
proposed in three phases as illustrated on Figure 2. The proposed phases for Somers Sewer District No. 2 (District)
are as follows:

e Phase 1 will utilize the $10M of designated EOH WQIP funding to sewer parcels in proximity to Lake
Lincoindale and Lake Shenorock with the goal to maximize the improvements to water quality and provide
initial sanitary sewer infrastructure in each community.

e Phase 2A will connect the remaining parcels within Lake Shenorock as the District leverages available future
funding and financing opportunities;

o Phase 2B will connect the remaining parcels within Lake Lincolndale as the District leverages available future
funding and financing opportunities.

Phases 2A and 2B may be constructed in separate, smaller phases as funding | becomes available. For the: ‘purposes
of this report, they are described as combined phases to represent the future’ full buildout in each Lake community.
Potential sources of other funding include the New York State Department. of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC)
and the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation (NYSEFC), as well as District borrowing and bonding
(See Section 1).

1.3 Environmental Setting

The hamlets of Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale are in the 350-square mile Croton Watershed. They are located
north of the NYCDEP Amawalk Reservoir, which is a 564-acre reservoir in the NYCDEP water supply system. The
Amawalk Reservoir is fed by the Muscoot River and is tributary to the Croton River. Plum Brook Stream flows from
north to south between the two hamlets. The hamlets border their respective water bodies of Lake Shenorock and Lake
Lincolndale.

Lake Shenorock is a 13-acre lake with,a mean depth of about 4 feet and a watershed area of 988 acres (CSLAP 2010
Lake Water Quality Summary: Shenorock Lake, 2010). The lake is dammed and an unnamed outlet spills to the
Amawalk Reservoir. The distance between the Lake Shenorock outlet and the Amawalk Reservoir is about % mile.

Lake Shenorock has water quality concerns including high coliform bacteria and nutrient loading stemming from the
inflow of stormwater and failing onsite wastewater treatment systems. In May 2015, the Town of Somers completed
the Lake Shenorock Area Wastewater Study Report (Woodard & Curran, 2015), funded by the EOH WQIP, which
identified options to improve water-quality in Lake Shenorock. The study evaluated options including stormwater
infrastructure maintenance and education, lake dredging, remediation, construction of sanitary sewers, and
implementation of a septic maintenance district.

Lake Lincolndale is a 19-acre lake with a mean depth of about 6 feet and a watershed area of 343 acres. The lake is
eutrophic based on low water clarity and high nutrient (phosphorus) and algae levels. Lake Lincolndale exhibits regular
shoreline algae blooms and open water algae levels are periodically elevated (2017 CSLAP Report, Lake Lincolndale,
2017). Lake Lincolndale is about 1-% miles northeast of the Amawalk Reservoir.

Since the study, Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale have been designated as Impaired Inland Waterways by the
NYSDEC. This designation qualifies the Town of Somers for Waterfront Revitalization Funds through the Local
Waterfront Revitalization Program. Based on this designation and the associated opportunities for funding, the Town
initiated in 2017 a three-pronged strategy to improve the water quality of three lakes — Lake Shenorock, Lake
Lincolndale, and Lake Purdys. The three prongs include:
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1. Improve water quality through the implementation of stormwater projects aimed at the removal of total
phosphorus;

2. Improve water quality through the installation of sanitary sewer focused on nutrient loading and coliform
removal;

3. Improve recreational opportunities to increase usage and engagement of the Lakes.

As part of Prong 1 of this approach in Lake Shenorock, the Town was awarded $847,500 in Water Quality Improvement
Program funds in December 2016 from New York State, which was used for stormwater improvements. The Town will
continue to pursue additional State grants on an annual basis to support continued stormwater improvements in these
communities.

1.4 Land Use and Zoning

Zoning within the new sewer district is shown on Figure 3 andFigure 4. Zoning within the district is primarily Residential-
10 (R-10) with some Beach-Community House (BC) zoning concentrated generally around the lakes. Lots zoned as
R-10 range from 2 to 8.9 dwelling units per acre and lot areas range from 4,900 to 20,000 square feet. A small-portion
of the Lake Shenorock community (4.5 acres) is zoned as Neighborhood Shopping (NS), but currently only one parcel
has developed retail, with the remaining parcels residential.

Land use consists primarily of single-family residences. About 2% of the residential land use is two-family or multi-
family. Due to the uniformity of land use, sewer generation is based on a flow per parcel basis (See Section 2.2). There
are 1,315 parcels within the district and 75% of the parcels are developed with structures, as summarized in Table 1.

1.5 Existing Underground Utility Lines

Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale have partial municipal stormwater facilities. Lake Shenorock also has
underground mummpal potable’ water utilities. Lake Lincolndale has private wells and no underground municipal water
utilities.

1.6 Existing Onsite Wastewater Treatment Systems

The hamlets of Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale were originally built as summer vacation homes in the 1930s
and 1940s and have since developed into year-round residential communities. Wastewater is treated using onsite
treatment systems including septic systems and cesspools. Due to age and limiting site conditions such as small lot
size, poor soils, and shallow depth to bedrock and groundwater, many of these onsite systems are beyond their useful
lives and fallures are-contributing to the degradation of water quality in the watershed and local groundwater drinking
well supplies. With on-site wastewater systems dating back decades, the ability of these systems to “treat’ new, modem
pollutants/nutrients such as Nitrogen, Phosphorus, personal care products, pharmaceuticals etc. are non-existent, thus
even an on-site system that is considered operating and not in failure, cannot meet the stringent requirements of
pollutant removal to meet current water quality standards, as well as preserve current public health requirements. So,
while there are existing systems in use not in a failure mode, operating systems continue to degrade the environment




due to their inability to treat to today's standards. In addition, systems that are not failing today are likely to fail at some
point in the future, which would further degrade water quality and result in significant up front cost to the homeowner.

1.7  Peekskill Sanitary Sewer District

As indicated on Figure 2, in 1998 when The Preserves (formerly Meadows-Stephans Greeri Subdivision) was planned
it accounted for the connection of Shenorock and Lincolndale to the County system and included two connection points
to the Peekskill SSD which are located in the Preserves subdivision on the east and south sides of Travis Road. The
south connection point is on Harris Court just off of Travis Road, a few hundred féet away from the northern boundary
of the Lake Shenorock area. The east connection point for Lake Lincolndale is roughly 1,000 feet west of Tulip Road
and Larch Drive in Lake Lincolndale. Plum Brook Creek would have to be ¢rossed to connect Lake Lincolndale to the
Peekskill SSD.

Wastewater generated in the Peekskill SSD is treated at the Peekskill Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP), which is
owned by Westchester County. The Peekskill WWTP is a 10 million gallon per day facility serving the City of Peekskill
and Towns of Cortlandt, Shrub Oak, Lake Mohegan, and Yorktown. Currently |t has a wastewater flow. of 7 million
gallons per day and serves a population of 32,500. Wastewater processes mcIude screening, grit removal primary
sedimentation, aeration, final sedimentation and chlorination. Treated effluent'i is discharged to the Hudson River and
the County is moving toward using ultraviolet disinfection in the futurg to reduce the use of chlorine and other chemicals.
Sludge facilities at the WWTP include gravity thickening, two stage anaerobic digestion, dewatering by centrifugation
and drying beds. Digested sludge is trucked to the Ossining WWTP for processing. Digester gas is used onsite as fuel
in plant boilers (Westchester County Executive Office, n.d.).
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2. PROPOSED SEWER DISTRICT BOUNDARIES AND FLOWS

2.1 Sewer District Boundaries

Somers Sewer District No. 2 (District) encompasses 989 developed parcels covering an area-of 314 acres. The sewer
district boundary was developed based on zoning and land use. As shown on Figure: 3 and Figure 4, the District
boundary encompasses areas zoned as R-10, which ranges in density from 2 to 8.9 dwelling units per acre with lot
areas from 4,900 to 20,000 square feet. The District also includes three parcels-within the R-40 that have frontage
along the proposed sewer route.

2.2 Estimated Wastewater Flows

As discussed in Section 1.4, the uniformity of land use allows wastewater flows to be estimated by applying a
wastewater generation factor to the number of parcels within the Districts. The wastewater generation factor was
calculated based on per bedroom rates in the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC)
Design Standards for Intermediate-sized Wastewater Treatment Systems, assuming three bedrooms per.developed
parcel and 110 gallons per day per bedroom, for a total wastewater generation factor of 330 gallons per day per parcel
To estimate wastewater generation, the water consumption factor is applied to'developed parcels with structures (non-
vacant). Table 3 summarizes the estimated wastewater generated by the District.

As discussed in Section 1.1, $10 M'in funding from the EOH WQIP, will be used to sewer developed parcels
immediately upgradient of Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale where failing septic systems would have the highest
influence on lake water quality. Subsequent phases would occur when funding became available from other sources.
Phase 2A consists of the remaining parcels within Lake Shenorock and Phase 2B consists of the remaining parcels
within Lake Lincolndale. Table 3 summarized the wastewater flows by phase.

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3. PROPOSED SEWAGE FACILITIES

Existing topography was evaluated to plan a sewage collection system consisting of gravity sewer, pump stations,
force mains, and low-pressure sewer. Phase 1 sewage facilities are shown on Figure 5. Phase 2A (Lake Shenorock)
and Phase 2B (Lake Lincolndale) are shown on Figure 6 and Figure 7, respectively. Existing pipelines are shown as
solid lines and proposed pipelines are shown as dashed lines.

3.1 Gravity Sewer

Gravity systems are typically the most economical for life-cycle cost calculations in densely developed locations with
topography that supports gravity flow. The use of gravity flow was maximized in the District, Areas with gravity sewer
system will convey wastewater from individual parcels to gravity sewer mains using laterals. This plan includes
connecting existing sewer pipes at each parcel to a lateral that extends to a gravity main or low pressure sewer system.

The gravity mains are generally large diameter pipe equal 1o or greater than 8 inches in diameter. Manholes are
generally spaced at a maximum of 300 feet along the mains and at changes in pipe slope or direction. A minimum
slope of 0.4% was assumed for this conceptual design in accordance with the Ten State Standards. Gravity sewer
mains in the District terminate at a pump station and will be located to provide a minimum 10 foot horizontal separation
from existing water lines.

3.2 Pump Stations

Wastewater from gravity mains and low pressure sewer systems collects at a pump station and is pumped via force
mains to the Peekskill SSD. Pump stations include duplex submersible pumps with integral valve vaults built into the
unused portion of the wet well, which allows the unit to be one structure and decreases the pump station footprint. The
pump station would also be equipped with an odor-control system and backup emergency generator. Pump stations
will be designed in accordance with Ten State Standards to minimize wastewater residence time in the wet wells and
associated odors.

Two pumps stations are required for Phase 1, one on Lakeview Drive at the north shore of Lake Shenorock and one
on Lakeshore Drive at the north shore-of Lake Lincolndale. The Phase 1 pump station at Lake Shenorock would need
to be expanded in Phase 2A to accommodate the additional flow. In Phase 2B, an additional pump station would be
required to collect additional flow on the west side of Lake Lincolndale. The third pump station would be located near
the intersection of Larch Drive and Tulip Road.

3.3 Force Mains

Force mains are pressurized pipes that connect pump stations to their connection points into the Peekskill SSD. Al
force mains will be at least four feet below finished grade to prevent possibility of freezing. The force mains will also
follow Ten State Standard guidance and will be located at least 10 feet horizontally from any existing water main.
Cleanouts will be located at regular intervals and low points to facilitate maintenance, as recommended by Ten State
Standards. Air release valves will be installed along the force main at all high points to prevent against air locking.
Force mains will be sized to maintain a minimum cleansing velocity to re-suspend settled solid materials of 3 feet per
second per New England Interstate Water Pollution Control Commission (NEIWPCC) Technical Report 16 (TR-16).

3.4 Low Pressure Sewer

Low pressure sewers are small diameter pipe buried at a depth shallower than typical gravity systems. They are
commonly used to minimize construction costs in areas with adverse terrain or high groundwater tables, like areas that
border lakes. In these locations, installation of pressure sewer avoids expensive construction costs from deep
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trenching, rock excavation, and groundwater dewatering. Low pressure sewers can also be installed using horizontal
directional drilling (HDD) which can further limit the amount of excavation.

Grinder pumps are required at individual parcels to convey wastewater into the low-pressure network. This study
assumes that the existing sewer pipe will be connected to a grinder pump installed at each parcel and connected to
the low-pressure main. Installation of grinder pumps, piping, and electrical connections are included in this plan;
Operation and maintenance of the grinder pumps will be provided by the Sewer District.

3.5 Decommissioning of Onsite Treatment Systems

This plan includes abandonment of existing onsite wastewater treatment systems. Existing underground tanks will be
left in-place and abandoned onsite, including pumping, knock-in, puncturing, and backfill of the tank in accordance with
Westchester County Health Department requirements. Restoration will include replacement of disturbed areas to
original condition.
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4. COST DEVELOPMENT

The cost for this sewer project was estimated based on capital costs and operation and maintenance (O&M) costs.
Capital costs include land acquisition, connection fee, and facility construction, and include an allowance for
engineering, fiscal and legal services. Annual O&M costs include allowances for routine maintenance, pumping energy,
and financing within the District. Annual costs also include assessed charges from the Peeksklll SSD. As this is a
preliminary planning document, a 25% construction contingency is added to the subtotal of raw construction costs to
account for the degree of uncertainty at this level of project development.

4.1 Unit Cost Development

Capital costs are from various sources, including previous similar projécts. Costs from previous projects have been
adjusted by an estimated inflation rate of 3% per year to the year 2021.

This plan includes the cost of connecting individual parcels to the gravity sewer main or low pressure sewer network,
including laterals, grinder pumps and electrical connections where necessary. Each low pressure sewer connection
includes the grinder pump, a service lateral connection to the low pressure main, and connection to the- existing
electrical panel at the parcel. Existing underground tanks assomated with onsnte wastewater treatment will be left in-
place and abandoned onsite, including pumping, knock-in, punctunng, and backfill.

Unit costs for construction are listed in Tablg 4. Detailed costs are in Appendix A.

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To account for engineering, legal, and fiscal services needed for the project, as well as project uncertainty, multipliers
are applied to the raw construction cost subtotal. Table 5 summarizes the multiplier values.

Annual O8M costs for the District are summarized in Table 7. Infrastructure within Somers Sewer District #2 will be
maintained, including pump stations, force mains, gravity sewer mains, and low-pressure mains. Maintenance of sewer
laterals will be the responsibility of the property owner. O&M costs for maintenance of Peekskill SSD infrastructure is
addressed in Section 4.3.

4.2 Property Owner Responsibilities
Property owners will be responsible for the following:

o Payment of Westchester County buy-in and operation and maintenance (O&M) fees for costs related to the
treatment of wastewater for the Peekskill Sewer District;

e Payment offinancing and O&M fees to the Somers Sewer District No. 2 for construction and operation of the
sanitary sewer collection system;

o Granting of an easement on the parcel for access for construction of the sewer lateral and abandonment of
the septic tank;
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e Electrical usage for the grinder pump (where installed);

o Electrical upgrades to accommodate the grinder pump (if capacity does not exist in the existing electrical
system at the parcel);

¢ Cleaning and maintenance of the service lateral between the building and the sewer main (for gravity
connections);

e Cleaning, operation and maintenance of the effluent pipe from between the building and the grinder pump
and electricity for operation of the pumps (for low pressure connections); and

¢ Plumbing modifications to change the sewer connection point if necessary to accommodate parcel owner
preferences or correct non-compliant plumbing arrangements).

4,3 Peekskill SSD Surcharge and Tax Rate

Two fees will be assessed by the Peekskill SSD for utilizing their collections systemand wastewater treatment facilities:
(1) the cost to Buy-In to the County District; and (2) the Annual O&M tax.

The Buy-In cost, or surcharge, is based on the full equalized value (FEV) of each parcel. Per Westchester County
Department of Environmental Facilities, the-buy-in cost is $5.63 per-$1,000 of FEV, divided over 10 equal annual
installments. The average County Buy-In cost for the entire District is $187 based on a total FEV for the entire District
of $320,177,543 as of February 2020. The total FEV-for Phase 1 only as of February 2020 is $32,919,674 resulting in
an average County Buy-In for connected parcels in Phase 1 of $180 per year.

The Annual O&M tax is based on the FEV of each parcel. Per Westchester County Department of Environmental
Facilities, the 2020 tax rate is $0.6924 per $1,000 of full equalized value (FEV). The O&M tax will be assessed annually
for the life of the project. The average County O&M cost for the entire District is $230 based on the total FEV of
$329,177,543. During Phase 1, connected parcels only will pay an annual County O&M tax of $221 per year based on
the total FEV of $32,919,674.

This project has support of several local Westchester County legislators, who have agreed to support language in the
extension of the Peekskill Sewer District that does not apply the County’s Buy-In or O&M fees to parcels until such
time as construction begins on a phase of build-out that would result in the sewer being extended to serve those
parcels. In this way, parcels that do not have the possibility to connect are not paying fees to the Peekskill Sewer
‘District. Initially, only properties in Phase 1 would pay the County Buy-In and O&M cost. Then, once construction begins
on a future phase to connect additional properties, the County Buy-In and O&M cost would be charged for those
additional properties as well. The County Board of Legislators will consider the resolution upon the formation of the
local Somers Sewer District No. 2.

In addition, while the County establishes the costs for Buy-In and O&M based on the full equalization value, the District
is able to determine how those costs are applied to the District properties. Based on public feedback, this fee will be
applied to applicable District parcels on a flat fee, all connected properties will pay the same rate for County costs.

44 Cost'Summary

The cost estimaté*fgr the project is summarized in Table 8. Funding for Phase 2A and Phase 2B has not yet been
finalized, but was assumed at $19.2 M and $16.8 M, respectively, to limit local financing costs. Annualized capital costs
are based on a 1.8% interest rate over a 30-year period.

Initially, just Phase 1 will be constructed utilizing the $10M in EOH WQIP funding, with no District financing. Properties
connected in Phase 1 will be assessed the County Buy-in Surcharge, County O&M, and Local Dlstnct O&M. All other
properties have no annual cost.

The annual cost per parcel is $591, as summarized in Table 9 below. A full list of costs by property when Phase 1.only
is constructed is included in Appendix B.

Following Phase 1, additional funding will be pursued to implement future phases. These future phases will require
District financing, which will be spread across all properties in the District in all phases, regardless of whether they are
connected. At full buildout, a total of $16.197M in local financing is required. Financing will be assessed on a flat rate
basis. That is, ‘each property pays an equal amount of the total District financing cost. In addition, District O&M costs
will increase as additional properties are connected, but costs will spread across all of the connected properties on a
benefit basis. At full buildout, the -average costs per property are summarized in Table 10 below. Annual costs in this
scenario-range are $1, 187. A fll list of costs by property at full buildout is included in Appendix C.

The New York State Comptroller publishes yearly average estimated costs for special district formation. When annual
costs to the' typical property within the district exceed that yearly threshold, Comptroller approval is required. For 2020,
the Comptroller's Special District Average Estimated Cost Threshold for Sewer Districts is $818. Since the typical
property in the Somers Sewer District No. 2 exceeds that threshold, Comptroller approval will be required for formation
of the District.

The annual costs per parcel above are based on anticipated outside grant funding to limit the total debt incurred by
each property. No local District financing in excess of $16,197,000 shall occur without Supplemental Proceedings
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affording district taxpayers full participation. A description of outside grant funding opportunities is included in Section
5.
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5.  FUTURE FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES

New York City's drinking water watershed remains a priority for protection and improvement. Formation of Somers
Sewer District No. 2 is based on a plan to apply for a variety of outside funding sources, including these listed below
which are applicable to the project:

New York City Watershed Protection Program: The NYSDEC provides funding for water quality improvement
projects addressing protection and enhancement of the quality of source waters of the NYC water supply system
through the NYC Watershed Protection Program. One of the highest priorities of this program is pathogen and
phosphorus reduction initiatives. As the projects listed below are impleménted, the Northern Western Watershed
Coalition will continue to partner with the member communities as well as Westchester County to continue to
pursue funding opportunities from NYCDEP. However, this additional fundlng cannot be identified until the original
projects are completed.

o East of Hudson Water Quality Investment Program: This program provides $68 M to support water
quality investments to pay the costs of designing, planning, environmental assessment, permitting,
acquisition, financing, constructing, and installing sewage diversion projects and other water prolects
which address existing or anticipated water quallty problems in, NYC source waters. The Memorandum
of Agreement provided $38 M to Westchester County to support the implementation of water quality
investments in the Croton and Kensico watersheds. With interest, the fund is now over $55 M dollars
(Westchester County Executive Office, n.d.). The Northern Westchester Watershed Coalition requested
that $50 M be allocated for priority wastewater projects, subject to Board of Legislators approval and
Right of Objection process. The five identified projects are:

= Hallocks Mill Sewer District in Yorktown

» Riverwoods and Random Farms WWTPs and the Stanwood and Yeshiva Focus Areas in New
Castle and Bedford

= Bedford Hills/Katonah focus area in the Town of Bedford
=  Lake Shenorock focus area in the Town of Somers
= Peach Lake focus area in the Town of North Salem

New York State Statewide Grant Program: provides funding for projects demonstrating direct environmental

benefits that will help-reduce polluted runoff, improve water quality and restore habitat in New York State waters.

Of the three grant applications that fall under this program the Town would be most applicable to the “Non-point
Source Abatement & Control/Aquatic Habitat Restoration” Application. Under this grant, the applicant is required
to demonstrate water quality and/or aquatic habitat problems that the project will address; the water quality and/or
aquatic habitat problem; the name of the priority pollutani(s) or disturbance(s) causing the impairments; the
source(s) of priority pollutants or disturbances causing the impairment; The expected environmental benefit (e.g.,
the extent to which a water quality and/or aquatic habitat problem will be addressed by the project).

‘New York State Department of Environmental Conservation Water Quality Inprovement Program (WQIP):

This program, administéred through the Consolidated Funding Application (CFA) offers awards up to $10,000,000
for wastewater treatment improvements that directly address document water quality impairments or protect a
drinking water source.

New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation Water Infrastructure Improvement Act (WIIA): WIIA
funds clean water infrastructure projects. For projects up to $50 million, the eligible grant amount is up to $5 million;
for projects between $50 million and $100 million, the eligible grant amount is up to $12.5 million.
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The WQIP and WIIA grant applications require that a sewer district be in place prior to award. Formation of the Somers
Sewer District No. 2 as encompassing the entirety of both Lake Shenorock and Lake Lincolndale will enable the District
to apply for these funding opportunities on an ongoing basis. This process began with an application for $3 million in
WIIA funding in September 2019, which was not awarded since the District had not been formed. An additional
application will be made with the next round of WQIP and WIIA funding applications fo be announced in summer 2020.
The funding available with each additional round will determine the size of the projects to be completed as sub-phases
after Phase 1.

Thank you for your letter requesting a reduction in the speed limit on Route 100 between
Plumbrook Road and Route 202 in the Town of Somers. In your correspondence, you enclosed
a copy of a Resolution adopted by the Town of Somers requesting a reduction in the speed limit
from 55 MPH to 35 MPH along this section of highway. In response to your letter, this
Department initiated a study to determine if a speed limit reduction would be appropriate for this
section of Route 100.

This Department has completed our traffic study concerning the speed limit on Route 100
between Route 35 and Route 202. This study included a review of the recent accident history,
the collection of motorists operating speed data, field review of the subject section of roadway,
and a meeting with the Town to discuss the crash history and speed data we collected. Our
speed survey found that motorists are typically travelling between 40 and 50 MPH through most
of the subject corridor. Posting a speed limit of 35 MPH would be too low for this section of
roadway. As part of the traffic speed study for Route 100 between Route 35 and Route 202 this
Department considered whether a posted speed limit lower than the statewide 55 MPH speed
limit would be appropriate. This Department evaluated whether a 45 MPH speed limit should
be placed on Route 100 between Route 35 and the 35 MPH speed zone just south of Route
202.

As a result of this Department'’s review of Route 100, it is our determination that posting a linear
speed limit of 46 MPH would be appropriate for the section of Route 100 between Route 139
and Route 202. This Department will place the signing necessary for the new speed limit. As
part of our study this Department decided to remove all the passing zones on Route 100
between Route 139 and Route 138.
