A. Aerator Purchase – Board and staff discussed the purchase of a Ryan Renovaire 72” aerator for the Parks Department. Staff has budgeted $6,500 for the purchase in the FY 13/14 budget. Staff received 3 quotes for the aerator; the lowest quote was from Ralph Helm Inc. for $6,344.95. Life expectancy is 15-20 years.

3. The RPD Camp Laugh-A-Lot staff was commended for the outstanding job they did this summer and the Camp Director Tina Mazzone did an exemplary job of managing the camp along with Recreation Supervisor Ed Bjes.     

4. The District received a grant in the amount of $28,000 from the Illinois Department of Natural Resources and was able to hire 11 youth for the summer in the Parks and Recreation Departments.
