MINUTES

I.        Call to Order:  President Borrino called the meeting to order at 6:36 PM.

II.       Roll Call

Present were Commissioners Glenn Spachman, Katherine Spencer and Roberta Borrino. Also present were, Commissioner-elect David Hansen, Director Robert M. Ward, Superintendent of Recreation Paul Mose Rickey, Parks Foreman Renee Eling, and Board Secretary Patricia Weiss.

Public Input

A.
Residents Hank Kvintus, Susan Gransee, and Gary Cremieux were present.

Also present was Mike Schulz, Village of Roselle Forester. 
V.
Oath of Office – At 6:40 PM Board Secretary Weiss administered the Oath of Office to newly elected Roselle Park District Commissioners David Hansen and Roberta Borrino, each individually serving a term of 4 years.
VI.       Appointment of Temporary Chairperson, Robert Ward, to Conduct the Election of President of the Board – President Borrino motioned to appoint Director Ward Temporary Chairperson to conduct the election of the President of the Board of Park Commissioners. Commissioner Spachman moved to concur, seconded by Commissioner Hansen to appoint Robert Ward as Temporary Chairperson to conduct the election of Park Board President. A voice vote was taken with 4 ayes, 0 nayes.  Motion carried.
VII.
Election of President of the Board – Director Ward called for nominations for President of the Park Board.  Commissioner Hansen nominated Roberta Borrino for President.  Commissioner Borrino nominated Glenn Spachman for President. Having heard no other nominations, Director Ward stated that nominations are closed and called for a voice vote to elect Commissioner Borrino as Board President, 1 aye, 3 nays.  Director Ward called for a voice vote to elect Commissioner Spachman as President. 3 ayes, 1 nay, motion carried to elect Commissioner Glenn Spachman as President of the Roselle Park District Board of Commissioners.

Election of Vice-President of the Board – President Spachman called for nominations for Vice-President of the Roselle Park District Board of Commissioners. Commissioner Hansen nominated Roberta Borrino for Vice-President of the Board. Having heard no other nominations, President Spachman stated that the nomination is uncontested and moved that nominations be closed and that Commissioners Roberta Borrino be elected to the office of the Vice-President of the Roselle Park District Board of Commissioners.  Seconded by Commissioner Hansen. A voice vote was taken with 4 ayes and 0 nays, motion carried.

Appointments by Board of Commissioners:

Treasurer – President Spachman called for nominations for Treasurer and moved, with the advice and consent of the Board, to appoint Commissioner David Hansen as Treasurer of the Roselle Park District Board of Commissioners. Commissioner Borrino moved to concur. Having heard no other appointments, President Spachman stated that the appointment is uncontested and moved that nominations be closed and to approve, with the advise and consent of the Board, the appointment of Commissioner David Hansen to the office of Treasurer of the Roselle Park District Board of Commissioners. Seconded by Commissioner Spencer. A voice vote was taken with 4 ayes and 0 nays, motion carried.
B.
Secretary – President Spachman called for nominations for Secretary and moved, with the advice and consent of the Board, to appoint Patricia Weiss to the office of Secretary of the Roselle Park District Board of Commissioners. Commissioner Borrino moved to concur. Having heard no other appointments, President Spachman stated that the appointment is uncontested and moved that nominations be closed and to approve, with the advise and consent of the Board, the appointment of Patricia Weiss to the office of Secretary of the Roselle Park District Board of Commissioners. Seconded by Commissioner Hansen. A voice vote was taken with 4 ayes and 0 nays, motion carried. 
C.
Attorney – President Spachman called for nominations for Attorney and moved to appoint Charlene L. Holtz of the law firm of Tressler, LLC as Attorney for the Roselle Park District. Commissioner Borrino moved to concur. Having heard no other appointments, President Spachman stated that the appointment is uncontested and moved that nominations be closed and to approve the appointment of Charlene L. Holtz of the law firm of Tressler, LLC as Attorney for the Roselle Park District Board of Commissioners. Seconded by Commissioner Spencer. A voice vote was taken with 4 ayes and 0 nays, motion carried. 
D.
Finance Committee – President Spachman stated the President and Treasurer are appointed to serve on the Finance Committee, therefore, President Spachman moved to appoint Treasurer David Hansen and President Glenn Spachman to serve on the Finance Committee for FY 11/12. Commissioner Borrino moved to concur. Seconded by Commissioner Spencer. Having heard no objections a voice vote was taken with 4 ayes and 0 nays, motion carried. 
E.  TIF District Representative – President Spachman called for the     appointment of a representative to the Village of Roselle Tax Increment Financing District Commission. The Board unanimously concurred to appoint President Spachman to serve as the Roselle Park District Representative to the Village of Roselle Tax Increment Financing District  Commission.  
F.
WDSRA Representative – President Spachman moved to appoint Director Robert M. Ward as WDSRA Representative for the Roselle Park District. Commissioner Hansen moved to concur, Commissioner Borrino seconded. A voice vote was taken with 4 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried to appoint Director Ward as Western DuPage Special Recreation Association Representative. 

G.
IMRF Authorized Agent – President Spachman moved to appoint Director Robert Ward as the RPD Authorized Agent to the Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund. Commissioner Borrino moved to concur. Commissioner Hansen seconded. A voice vote was taken with 4 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried to appoint Director Ward as the RPD Authorized Agent to the Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund.

President Spachman moved to appoint Business Services Manager Lynn McAteer as Alternate Authorized Agent to the Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund. Commissioner Borrino moved to concur. Commissioner Hansen seconded. A voice vote was taken with 4 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried to appoint Lynn McAteer as Alternate Authorized Agent to the Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund. 

H.
Illinois Park District Liquid Asset Fund (IPLAF) – President Spachman moved to appoint Business Services Manager Lynn McAteer as the Roselle Park District Authorized Representative to the Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund. Commissioner Borrino moved to concur. Commissioner Hansen seconded. A voice vote was taken with 4 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried to appoint Lynn McAteer as the RPD Authorized Representative to the IMRF.

I.
Freedom on Information Act Officers – President Spachman moved to appoint Director Ward as the Roselle Park District’s Freedom of Information Act Officer and Open Meetings Act Officer and to appoint Alternate Representatives Roberta Borrino and Patricia Weiss. Commissioner Hansen moved to concur. Commissioner Borrino seconded. A voice vote was taken with 4 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried to appoint Robert Ward as the RPD Freedom of Information Act and Open Meetings Act Officer and Roberta Borrino and Patricia Weiss as Alternates. 
X.
Consent Action – Request for the Board to approve/adopt:  

A. Commissioner Borrino moved, seconded by Commissioner Hansen to approve the following items for Consent Action: Regular Meeting minutes of 4/27/11; Preliminary Cash Investments Report as of 4/30/11; Disbursements as of 4/30/11; and Preliminary Budget to Actual Report through 4/30/11. A roll call vote was taken with Commissioners Borrino, Hansen, Spencer and Spachman voting yes. Motion carried.
B. Commissioner Borrino moved, seconded by Commissioner Spencer to approve the content of Consent Action items previously approved, as well as total Disbursements in the amount of $254,341.25. A roll call vote was taken with Commissioner Borrino, Spencer and Spachman voting yes. Commissioner Hansen voted yes to the content of the Consent Action items but abstained from voting on the content of the minutes of 4/27/11 due to the fact he was not a Commissioner during that meeting.  Motion carried.

New Business – Items for Discussion  

D.
Emerald Ash Borer (moved up on Agenda)

Director Ward presented Memorandum to the Board regarding Emerald Ash Borer infestation of 20 Ash trees on Turner Park property that legally require immediate removal.  Under Illinois Article III Chapter 21 sections 21-35, the Roselle Park District is required to remove any trees identified as a “public nuisance” (i.e. ash trees deemed to be beyond saving) within 14 days of notification. The Village of Roselle has notified the Park District (letter dated May 5, 2011 from Mike Schulz, Village Forester) that the 20 trees must be removed pursuant to Village Ordinance No. 2011-3561. President Spachman introduced Village of Roselle Forester Mike Shulz who gave a lengthy presentation to update the Board and public on the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) infestation.  Mr. Schulz also discussed recommended treatment of trees which are healthy enough to be saved and would prevent the trees from further infestation. Mr. Schulz stated that neighboring communities are not taking any action to save Ash trees or prevent spread of the EAB. 

Director Ward presented 3 quotes from tree services to remove the identified trees in Turner Park. Recommendation to use Clearview Tree Service, who is currently working with the Village of Roselle and is within $50 of the next lowest bid. 

Director Ward and staff discussed a proposal from Graf Tree Care to complete a tree inventory, in the amount of $7,990.  Director Ward stated this tree inventory will assist the RPD in creating a pro-active plan to combat the EAB infestation and other infestations and/or diseases yet to come. The inventory would consist of a statistical breakdown of overall condition and maintenance recommendations with respect to the entire Roselle Park District property trees, as well as separate breakdowns of trees for each park. It will also include a statistical breakdown of relative percent cover of each tree species, (including Ash tree population by park) and future recommendations on species to be planted. The tree inventory is currently budgeted for in the 2011/2012 Proposed Capital Budget at $8,000. There is $5,000 allocated to treat or remove trees. 

Director Ward also presented to the Board correspondence he received via email from Wayne White, Board Certified Master Arborist, Emerald TreeCare LLC, offering his recommendation and service to save the Ash trees.  
Commissioner Spencer stated she would like Board to table voting on the 
proposal from Graf to do the tree inventory. Commissioner Spencer stated she is asking for consideration to find an opportunity to save the tax payers money by specifically doing something that the Village and other residents have deemed as necessary, she agrees that we need a tree inventory but does not know that the Park District understands the severity of that. She is going to vote no to the tree inventory and would like it documented in the minutes of this meeting. Commissioner Spencer is not just saying no to a tree inventory, she would like the Board to investigate the costs of a Ash Borer tree inventory specifically for the purposes of saving Ash trees in the community based on the time frame and only 1 company that has an overall minimum of $5,000 and we have only been exposed to this other company Emerald TreeCare LLC since May 9th.
The Park District Board of Commissioners unanimously agree that saving trees is a number one priority, and unless mandated to do so by the Village of Roselle, prefers not to cut down infected trees but attempt to treat and save as many as possible. 

A.
Identity Protection Policy – Director Ward presented and discussed with the Board information regarding The Identity Protection Act, 5 ILCS 179/1 et seq., in reference to the legal handling of Social Security Numbers. Local government entities must draft and approve an Identity Protection Policy by June 1, 2011. Policy must be implemented with 12 months i.e., no later than June 1, 2012. (Action Item XIII A)
B.
Freedom of Information Act Officers – Director Ward presented the Resolution 5-11-2011-B, Freedom of Information Act designation of Officers for their perusal. (Action Item XIII B) 
C. Kemmerling Pool Painting - Director Ward presented Memorandum dated 5-11-11 regarding the painting of Kemmerling Pool. Staff will be unable to paint the pool this spring. In order for the pool paint to dry and cure property, the paint requires an ample amount of time and specific air temperature prior to filling the pool with water for the summer. Staff recommends painting in the fall. 
Commissioner Spencer temporarily left the meeting at 7:55 pm and returned at 8:00pm.

Identity Protection Policy – Commissioner Hansen moved, seconded by Commissioner Borrino to approve Resolution 5-11-2011-A A Resolution adopting an Identity Protection Policy for the Roselle Park District, Roselle, Illinois. A roll call vote was taken with Commissioners Borrino, Hansen and Spachman voting yes. Commissioner Spencer was absent. Motion carried.
           B.
Freedom of Information Act Officers – Commissioner Hansen moved, seconded by Commissioner Borrino to approve Resolution No. 5-11-2011-B, a Resolution Designating Freedom of Information Officers of and for the Roselle Park District, Director Robert M. Ward, Vice-President Roberta Borrino and Board Secretary Patricia Weiss. A roll call vote was taken with Commissioners Borrino, Hansen and Spachman voting yes. Commissioner Spencer was absent. Motion carried. 
           C.
Emerald Ash Borer – Commissioner Borrino moved, seconded by Commissioner Hansen to accept proposal dated May 11, 2011, from Phil Graf & Certified Arborists in an amount not to exceed $7,990.00, the proposal is for a GPS/GIS inventory of all trees in 18 Roselle Parks and managed areas of Park District property. A roll call vote was taken with Commissioners Borrino, Hansen and Spachman voting yes. Commissioner Spencer voted no for reasons cited in XI.D above.  Motion carried.


Commissioner Hansen moved, seconded by Commissioner Borrino to direct 
staff to pay Clearview Tree Service an amount not to exceed $6,000 to 
remove infested trees from Turner Park as identified as “public nuisance” 
trees by the Village of Roselle, within 14 days of their letter dated 5/5/11. 
There may be additional costs incurred for the tub grinder which are the 
prerogative of the Director to determine. A roll call vote was taken with 
Commissioners Borrino, Hansen and Spencer voting yes. President 
Spachman voted no. Motion carried.
