Science on the Go Policies

The Lab provides:
e 1 hour of programming for the chosen Theme with materials for the activity.
e Two knowledgeable and enthusiastic STEM Educators to work with your students.

Your organization will provide:
e One room for up to 30 students with enough tables and chairs for students to work on their activity.
e Atable for the STEM Educators.
e Trash Can for clean-up.
e Adult Teachers/Chaperones (1 Adult per 10 students)

Program Timing
The program start and end times listed on the agreement are firm.

Maximum Student Attendance Policy
Science on the Go cannot exceed 30 students per session. Reserving multiple dates and/or times will allow organizations to
accommodate groups larger than 30 students.

Payment Policy

Science on the Go is $450 for one session per date for up to 30 students. A second session for up to 30 students can be
reserved for the same date at the same location with a reduced price of $400. The payment is due three weeks prior to the
program date.

Cancellation Policy

If the program is canceled by your organization more than two weeks prior to the program date, a refund will be issued
minus a $100 administrative fee.

If the Lab cancels the
program, a full refund will be issued.
