Church Musician Job Description

St. Margaret's Episcopal Church in San Antonio (www.stmargs.org) is looking for a part-time church pianist/organist! Voice or other instruments are a plus, but not required. St. Marg's is a small parish of the Episcopal Church on the Northeast side of San Antonio: a fun, family friendly church that values deep discipleship, great music, and vibrant worship.

We are looking for a lively, faithful, and flexible musician with a talent for organ and/or keyboard, and a passion for leading beautiful, vibrant, and worshipful music in which the congregation as a whole can enjoy and participate. This position is perfect for someone who loves a variety of types of church music and is looking for a little extra income on the side.

Here is a brief description of the duties and expectations.*


*At the moment we are celebrating one combined in-person service at 9:30 AM due to our COVID guidelines, but 
in the next few months we will switch back to our regular schedule and duties, which are outlined below. 
The regular work of this position is about 3 – 4 hours per week, including:

· Assisting the pastor by leading music during worship at 2 1-hour long services each Sunday, at 8 AM and 10:30 AM, as well as a short rehearsal with the music team before the 10:30 service, as needed.

· Selecting and playing hymns on the organ or piano from the Hymnal 1982 of the Episcopal Church for each 8 AM Sunday Service.

· Collaborating with the music team at the 10:30 AM Sunday Service, generally through piano playing, giving input on song choice, and occasionally with a hymn on the organ.

· The occasional practice or planning session through the year, particularly before major feasts such as Christmas or Easter.

· This musician would also have “first dibs” on any weddings, funerals, and quinceañeras  happening through the week or on the weekend, and would be paid an extra fee for such services.

· Regular pay is $125/week.

· This job is currently vacant, so you could start as soon as the hiring decision is made.
