Blessings and Curses in Deuteronomy 27 and 28
Deuteronomy 27:12 “When you have crossed the Jordan, these tribes shall stand on Mount Gerizim to bless the people: Simeon, Levi, Judah, Issachar, Joseph and Benjamin.  And these tribes shall stand on Mount Ebal to pronounce curses: Reuben, Gad, Asher, Zebulun, Dan and Naphtali.”
For the Blessing (for obedience to God’s Law):

Simeon means one who hears, hearing.

Levi means attached, joined, or attachment.
Judah means praise.

Issachar means reward or there is here.
Joseph means may he (He) add or have become rich and/or increaser.

Benjamin means son of my right hand or my strength.

He who hears and joins in praise has reward and increasing in strength from the Lord.
For the Cursing (for disobedience to God’s Law):

Reuben means he has seen my misery; see, or look/behold (a son).

Gad mean good fortune or a troop. (or a troop is coming).

Asher means happy.

Zebulun means honor or dwelling.

Dan means he has vindicated or justice.

Naphtali means my struggle or wrestling.

Behold: good fortune, happiness, honor, and justice will be/are a struggle.
(Note 1: there is no relationship between the prescribed order of the tribes on the mountains and birth order or birth mother or blessing from Israel (Jacob).  This tends to indicate that the order prescribed by God has a specific meaning in the message of the names themselves.
Note 2: words added for clarity are in italics.)

The Fulfillment of Deuteronomy 27 & 28
Joshua 8:30-35 “Then Joshua built an altar to the LORD, the God of Israel, in Mount Ebal, just as Moses the servant of the LORD had commanded the sons of Israel, as it is written in the book of the law of Moses, an altar of uncut stones on which no man had wielded an iron tool; and they offered burnt offerings on it to the LORD, and sacrificed peace offerings.  He wrote there on the stones a copy of the law of Moses, which he had written, in the presence of the sons of Israel.  All Israel with their elders and officers and their judges were standing on both sides of the ark before the Levitical priests who carried the ark of the covenant of the LORD, the stranger as well as the native. Half of them stood in front of Mount Gerizim and half of them in front of Mount Ebal, just as Moses the servant of the LORD had given command at first to bless the people of Israel.  Then afterward he read all the words of the law, the blessing and the curse, according to all that is written in the book of the law.  There was not a word of all that Moses had commanded which Joshua did not read before all the assembly of Israel with the women and the little ones and the strangers who were living among them.”
