What are Critical Areas?

Wetlands, Fish and Wildlife Habitat, Critical
Aquifer Recharge Areas, Geologically
Hazardous Areas and Frequently Flooded
Areas perform key functions thatenhance
the environment.

Help Identify Presence of Critical Areas:

Identify voluntary opportunities to
implement actions to protect or restore
critical areas that may be impacted by
current agricultural practice.

Document actions that are currently
protecting critical areas and any
future stewardship practices.

Information collected will be used to
quantify, at the County level, stewardship
measures that have been implemented and
critical area protection and enhancement
benefits as well as maintaining and
improving the long-term viability of
agriculture.

VSP is intended to balance critical area
protection and agriculture viability through
voluntary actions by agriculture producers.

Meet with Garfield VSP Coordinator

Voluntary participation by local producers
will ensure that stewardship strategies and
actions are balanced with critical area
protection and agricultural viability.

The VSP Coordinator will ensure outreach
and technical assistance is provided to
farmers and ranchers. Technical assistance
and cost-share is available for
implementation or producers can self fund
projects with information from local
technical providers. Either way reporting
activities that have occurred on the
landscape will ensure that agriculture
remains viable. Agriculture needs to gain a
stronger voice in communities across the
state and VSP reporting can help get
stewardship activities out.
