 COVID GUIDELINES

With things looking a little different at the mountain this year, all Snowsports participants and parents should review the following requirements in advance of your arrival for a seamless visit to Whiteface!

First off, if you have not electronically signed the Snowsports Terms & Conditions associated with your lesson or program, please do so before your participation. Select either the Group & Private Lessons or Season-Long Programs tab for a link to complete this online agreement.

As a reminder, a 2-layer face coverings (masks) are required at all times for all guests while in the lodge unless actively eating/drinking. 

All group and private lesson participants must complete our daily health check form within 12 hours of your lesson. This simple online form includes an acknowledgement of our face coverings requirement, in addition to a confirmation that you and your child/dependent (where applicable) meet the health screening questions and do not have a temperature greater than 99.9°F.  https://my.1risk.net/healthcheck/form
We recommend taking this step in the morning (before 7:30 am) prior to heading to the mountain. For multi-day lessons, please complete the health check form each morning prior to arrival.

Parent/Guardian must complete liability waiver and conditions of agreement.  This requires a valid email for the parent/guardian of the participant.  The parent must complete this waiver in order to activate the participant pass.  Failure to do so will result in participant not having lift access.

Parent/Guardian must complete weekly Covid-19 Snowsports attestation.  This is a QR code that can be done the night before or the morning of, prior to the lesson prior to 9am.  Failure to do so will result in participant not having a group lesson for the day.

Participants should be booted up, pass in hand pocket by itself, electronic waiver signed by parent/guardian, QR attestation completed by parent/guardian for each morning, gear in hand at 9:15 am.  
As soon as 6 guests arrive to level 1,2,3 flags, that group will leave.  Please be early.  

The last lesson leaves at 9:30 am. Please, do not be late.

If you are ill, for any reason, please stay home.  Please do not be the reason to end our season.

Gear can only be stored on the lower level brown bag boot room.  Gear can not be stored under tables in the café.  Large bags/coolers/lunch boxes are not allowed.    

Time in the lodge is limited to 30 min max per person.  Masks must stay on unless eating/drinking.

Skiers and ski lift passengers are governed by the New York State SAFETY IN SKIING CODE, ARTICLE 18, of the New York General Obligations Law.

BEFORE AFFIXING YOUR PASS or allowing any pass to be affixed to your person, your attention is directed to a posted “WARNING TO SKIERS” which is displayed below and where your pass was purchased.

III.
The Safety in Skiing Code requires you to seek out, read and understand the “WARNING TO SKIERS’ BEFORE you decide to participate in the sport of skiing.  

“WARNING TO SKIERS.”  Downhill skiing, like many other sports, contains inherent risks including, but not limited to the risk of personal injury, including catastrophic injury, or death or property damage, which may be caused by variations in terrain or weather conditions; or, surface or subsurface snow, ice, bare spots or areas of thin cover, moguls, rut, bumps or other natural objects or man made objects that are incidental to the provision or maintenance of a ski facility in New York State.  New York law imposes a duty on you to become apprised so that you make an informed decision of whether to participate in skiing notwithstanding the risks, New York also imposed additional duties upon you, to which you must adhere, for the purpose of avoiding injury caused by any of these risks inherent in skiing.  If you are not willing to assume all of these risks and abide by these duties, you must t not participate in skiing at this area.
