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Welcoming Roads is an evolution of the Vision Zero message and a refreshed 

approach to road safety.  It builds upon the Safe Systems core of Vision Zero and 

inclusively focuses on the safety of all road users, irrespective of how they 

choose to travel. 

At its heart, this vision recognises that roads and pavements are a valuable 

shared asset owned by, and servicing, all citizens.  

Welcoming Roads recognises that: 

• Roads are legitimately used for many purposes, including commuting, 

logistics, leisure, sport and exercise. 

• No-one should feel disproportionately restricted from using the roads for 

any of these purposes.   

• Everyone should expect to be able to use the roads with equal efficiency and 

safety, regardless of their legal and legitimate modal choice and purpose for 

using the road.   

• All road users have a duty to show consideration and compromise with their 

fellow citizens to maintain an environment that is welcoming to all. 

 

 

Welcoming Roads applies the Safe System pillars equally, without prejudice, to 

all road users regardless of their modal choice or legitimate use of the road 

network. 

Welcoming Roads strives to deliver equal safety for all users regardless of their 

legal modal choice or legitimate use of the road network. 

Welcoming Roads relies on SMART (Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Realistic, 

and Timely) targets.
