KEEP IT SIMPLE
48” x 68”

FABRIC REQUIRED: 1 - 5 Yard Kit from Wood Valley Designs.
fabric for backing and twin size batting.

CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS: Choose 4 fabrics for the body of the
quilt and one for the binding.

From the 4 fabrics cut the 1 yard pieces into 3 - 11in. strips.
Cut the strips into 11” squares for a total of 9 squares.

Cut the squares twice diagonally for a total of 36 triangles of
each color.

QUILT ASSEMBLY:

1. Arrange the 4 fabrics of triangles until you have a grouping
you like! Sew them together in 2 sets of triangles. Make sure

as you are sewing you keep them in the same position, other-

wise you will change the order of the fabrics. Press.

2. Now pin the 2 sets together in the middle where the
seams meet and sew. Press blocks and trim dog ears!

3. Layout blocks in a 6 x 7 arrangement. Sew
together in rows first. Then sew rows together.

4 Yards 44”

Note: Do not prewash fabric.

4. Quilt as desired and bind quilt with the 5th
fabric!

Note: You can turn blocks for different color
combinations!
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
