Emanuel Suter learned the pottery
craft in a traditional manner and
practiced the trade on his farm in the
central Shenandoah Valley. As a
refugee from the Civil War, he
traveled to Pennsylvania in 1864,
where he began to work for an
established pottery manufactory.
While there he absorbed ideas about
how an Industrial pottery could
operate. Upon his return to the Valley
Shenandoah Valley Pottery by Emanuel Suter in 1865, Suter set about restructuring
his own pottery.
