I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life
which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave
himself for me. Galatians 2:20

Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are
saved;) Ephesians 2:5

Wherefore if ye be dead with Christ from the rudiments of the world, why, as though living in
the world, are ye subject to ordinances, Colossians 2:20

If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the
right hand of God. Colossians 3:1

For ye are dead, and your life is hid with Christ in God. Colossians 3:3

With Him

Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from
the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. Romans 6:4

Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed,
that henceforth we should not serve sin. Romans 6:6

Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him: Romans 6:8

He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he not with him also
freely give us all things? Romans 8:32

For though he was crucified through weakness, yet he liveth by the power of God. For we also
are weak in him, but we shall live with him by the power of God toward you. 2 Corinthians 13:4

Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation
of God, who hath raised him from the dead. Colossians 2:12

And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened
together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; blotting out the handwriting of ordinances
that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;
and having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over
them in it. Colossians 2:13-15

When Christ, who is our life, shall appear, then shall ye also appear with him in glory.

It is a faithful saying: For if we be dead with him, we shall also live with him: if we suffer, we
shall also reign with him: if we deny him, he also will deny us: 2 Timothy 2:11-12

But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned
with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man. For it
became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto
glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings. For both he that
sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of one: for which cause he is not ashamed to call
them brethren, Hebrews 2:9-11

For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted.
Hebrews 2:18

Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of
God, let us hold fast our profession. For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched
with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.
Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace
to help in time of need. Hebrews 4:14-16
