Our members in Indonesia include government and private universities, vocational institutions, polytechnics, and secondary vocational schools that register individually or through joint partnership with the following ministries and organizations:



Ministry of Education Culture, Research & Technology (MoECRT/Kemendikbud) – Oracle Academy continues its ongoing work with MoECRT supported Vocational Teacher Upskilling and Reskilling Program since 2013 that aims to strengthen the quality of teaching and learning vocational institutions in computer science under Directorate General Vocational Education. The faculty attended a Train The Trainer program and ultimately will transfer the knowledge that they obtain back to their students via classroom training and curriculum, extra classes, and through final year projects to the vocational educators 2000+ since 2013 to 2022 as well as supported on the educator's preparation for Oracle Professional Certification through Pearson Vue.
