Lui is a French adult entertainment magazine created in November 1963 by Daniel Filipacchi, Jacques Lanzmann, and Frank Ténot. The aim was to introduce a touch of French charm into men's magazines, following the success of Playboy in the United States. Lui Magazine's History Lui magazine experienced a successful run from its inception to the
early 1980s but eventually declined after that period. It remained in publication until November 1987, with the final issue being numbered 285. After a brief attempt at relaunching, the title ceased publishing again in 1994. The magazine then passed into Michel Birnbaum's media group and underwent a transformation, becoming a pornographic
publication with irregular releases. Following a change in ownership, Lui was relaunched on September 5, 2013, as a high-end magazine with Frédéric Beigbeder at the helm. This revamped version of Lui combined in-depth content with beautiful naked women, featuring notable figures such as Brigitte Bardot and Jane Birkin. The magazine's cover
featured monthly pin-ups by Aslan, while it also hosted a cartoon series called Les Sextraordinaires Aventures de Zizi et Peter Panpan. Among the first contributors to Lui were notable figures like Jean-Louis Bory and René Chateau. The magazine's slogan was Lui, le magazine de 'homme moderne (The Magazine of the Modern Man), and it initially
featured a cat mascot before it disappeared in the early 1970s. The second series of Lui was published by the Filipacchi group from 1987 to 1994, with an editor-in-chief of Stéphane de Rosnay. The magazine's circulation dropped significantly during this period, and it eventually became a monthly release with a new slogan in 1989. The title changed
hands again in the mid-1990s, and Lui was relaunched as Le Nouveau Lui by Michel Birnbaum. However, this attempt to revive the magazine failed, and it ceased publication once more in February 1997. From 2001 to 2010, Lui was published quarterly with a pornographic nature, featuring the slogan "L'officiel de la photo de charme" or "Le charme
des filles d'aujourd'hui." The magazine passed into Michel Birnbaum's company 1633 and underwent changes in editorial staff. The French magazine Lui was founded in 1963 and became popular for its unique blend of charm, intelligence, and beautiful women. The first issue featured actress Léa Seydoux as its cover girl, with editor-in-chief Frédéric
Beigbeder at the helm. Over the years, the magazine has had many notable cover models, including Rihanna, Gisele Bundchen, and Kate Moss, all of whom have appeared topless or fully naked inside their issues. However, Lui's original style was more sophisticated and elegant, featuring articles written by intellectuals such as Sartre and Truffaut.
The magazine was known for its high-quality content and chic photography, with models posing in beautiful outfits and accessories. Unfortunately, the magazine's fortunes declined in the 1980s, and it ceased publication in 1994. However, a new edition of Lui was launched in 2013, with Frédéric Beigbeder as editor-in-chief again. This newer version
of the magazine has had some notable cover models, but its content is more focused on celebrity culture than intellectual articles. Despite this, the original Lui remains a nostalgic and desirable publication that showcased the best of French charm and elegance. Its legacy continues to be celebrated by many, who hope that one day a magazine of this
quality will return to the market.
