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Sexiest scenes in books

I gotta admit it, we're amongst buddies here. You're probably reading this cos you want some info on what makes those steamy book scenes so hot. these letters: "You seem anxious to know how I received your letter... How is it worse than mine? Yes, it is worse in one part or two." That kind of conversation - the raw intimacy and all - that's what gets me going. And the use of words like 'cockstand'? Yeah, that's just great writing right there. Polly's young adult novel weaves together elements of
travel and introspection as she navigates through Greece and Cyprus. The narrative is interwoven with flashbacks, one of which depicts a pivotal moment in Polly's life - her first sexual encounter. Notably, the character involved, Renny, an older medical school intern, approaches this experience with respect, mutual consent, and intellectual
connection. In 2006, Playboy listed Candy among the "25 Sexiest Novels Ever Written."
The New York Times wrote a review that ensured the book's popularity with generations of kids when they said, "It was not quite proper to have printed The Carpetbaggers between covers of a book."
