The Nestlé Smarties Book Prize was an annual award for British children's books that ran from 1985 to 2007. Administered by BookTrust, an independent charity promoting reading in the UK, the prize was sponsored by Nestlé and recognized the most respected children's literature. The awards had three categories based on audience ages: 0-5 years,
6-8 years, and 9-11 years. Initially, there was a single overall winner, but starting from 1996, silver and bronze runners-up were introduced, and the designation of one overall winner was abandoned. Eligible books were written by UK citizens and residents, published during the preceding year, and selected by a panel of adult judges. The shortlists
were then determined by British schoolchildren. The prize was discontinued in 2008 due to a mutual decision between BookTrust and Nestlé, with no hostility. 23-year partnership between Nestlé and BookTrust. The prize recognized outstanding children's books in the UK. In 2007, a fantasy novel won the overall prize, and a debut author took home the Smarties gold medal. Some notable winners of the prize include a debut novel that won the Smarties gold medal, a magic-themed book that triumphed at
the Smarties prize, and a fantasy novel that won children's votes. The Nestlé Children's Book Prize was also known to be a launching pad for authors, with several winning books going on to achieve great success. The prize had been put on hold in 2008 due to controversy over the sponsorship deal between Nestlé and BookTrust. However, it was
ultimately decided not to revive the award after its initial suspension. category, outshining other notable winners such as 'Spilled Water' by Sally Grindley and 'My Big Brother, Boris' by Liz Pichon, which both received Silver Awards. In 2001, 'Chimp and Zee' by Catherine Anholt took home a Gold Award in
the 9-11 years category.
